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I.
PURPOSE

To provide documentation of the patient’s physiological response to anesthesia/ 
sedation.
II.
RESPONSIBILITIES
A. Equipment checks prior to the proposed procedure, with alarms on and audible. 

B. Re-evaluation of the patient immediately before moderate or deep sedation use and before anesthesia induction to include:                                               1. 
 ASA score

 Pre-induction vital signs


3.   
Oxygen saturation level 


C.
Administration of medications/anesthetic agents and other medications as 


deemed necessary to maintain the patient’s physiological status and desired 

level of sedation.

D.
Administration of appropriate IV fluids, blood and blood products as 


deemed necessary and in consultation with the surgeon if appropriate.

E.
Monitoring of fluid loss to include but not limited to estimated blood loss 


and urine output.

F.
Monitoring equipment to include but not limited to:

Oxygen analyzer

End-tidal CO2 monitor

Pulse oximeters

Temperature probe

ECG monitor

Blood pressure monitor 


G.
Accurate and careful recording of the vital signs and main events during 


anesthesia/sedation. 

H.
Evaluation and supervision of the patient’s position on the operating table.

I. 
The anesthesia provider must sign the intraoperative monitoring form before 

the record can be considered complete by the Health Information 



Department. If anesthesia is provided by a CRNA, the CRNA must sign the 

form, which will then be co-signed by the supervising anesthesiologist. The 

CRNA must indicate on the intraoperative monitoring form the 



anesthesiologist supervising that case (…CRNA/Dr...), or have a letter on 


file in the Health Information Department indicating their supervising 


anesthesiologist.
J. An anesthesia provider will remain with the patient at all times during the 
intraoperative period. 
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
