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I.
PURPOSE


To assure the accurate use of an appropriate amount of controlled substances by 
anesthesia personnel

II.
POLICY

A.
Controlled substances of specific type and amount are dispersed in locked boxes.  Each anesthesiologist / CRNA is dispersed two (2) boxes of controlled substances.


B.
Each supply of controlled substances is kept locked.


C.
Each anesthesia provider is responsible to assure the count of each box is accurate upon opening the box, and his/her signature on the count sheet indicates that all counts were correct on opening the box.


D.
The use of such agents is to be recorded with each use. Wastages will be deposited in a locked, secure pharmacy box located in the Surgical Suite, GI Suite, or Delivery (O/B) Suite. Final count is performed by pharmacy when the box is returned for re-stocking.  Erroneous counts are to be rectified before further agents can be issued.


E.
Locked boxes can be transported to and from the pharmacy via the pharmacy technician.

F.
All physician anesthesia providers will maintain current DEA licensure.  If at any time there is a lapse in licensure, no anesthesia agents/controlled substances will be issued to that provider.  In addition the MEC and Credentials Committee will be informed of lapse in licensure.
